Why Technology Standards?

· For continuity between grade levels

· To have a guide with grade level projects linked to skills

· Helps with progression of grade level standards for lower and upper grades

· To set the barometer to require technology integration 

· To help students see where they are with technology skills

· Use standards as a check off list for student assessment

· Establishes expectation for integration 

· Makes technology integration for teachers more approachable 

· Helps with classroom teacher and student accountability

· Help to consistently teach keyboarding for increase skill levels

· Gives teachers a guide for what they need to know to improve their own skills

· To encourage school to have technology plans 

· Puts funding needs on the map

· Lets parents know what their kids should be learning
