Scenario 1

JFK Middle School received 40 computers so they could be compliant for AB1339. Some are new iMacs and some are recycled PCs from OTX. There is no standardization of hardware and software on site. This means most classrooms have both platforms with different software. The school needs to update the inventory and check each computer. They do not have anyone on site who has the time to do this nor the money to hire anyone.

Scenario 2

Happy Valley Elementary School has received 20 new PCs and they need help with creating workgroups and connecting the classrooms to the school Lan and district WAN. The site technology leader would like to know how to do this.

Additional needs at Happy Valley involve:

· Installing Windows XP and Office XP

· Setting up sharing on computers and email accounts for teachers

Scenario 3

Elmtree Elementary has Internet access in the main building but not in the portables. The 4th-5th grade classrooms are in the portables and need to be on the Internet to be compliant with AB1339. Realized that airport to airport bridging and airports won’t bridge 2 wired LANs. There are TVs in each classroom.

Scenario 4

Lincoln High School just finished their first year of the Digital High School grant and then the funding got suspended. All computers with software and the network were installed. Some teachers received training on basic technology skills. There are no funds for the DHS Coordinator to manage and coordinate the program, but the state expects Lincoln to meet the benchmarks for the year. The benchmarks include:

Providing training on technology integration for 70% of the teachers.

Scenario 5

Community Middle School wants to build a school website. They have active parents who want to know what is happening in their child’s classrooms. Each teacher will need to know how to build a website. First they are not sure what software to use. Teachers skill levels are pretty low. No one has taken the CTAP2.

Scenario 6

Hopscotch Elementary has very low reading scores. They spend almost 3 hours everyday on Open Court and say they have no time to learn technology or to use it in their classroom. Many past Foundations teachers still have computers in their classrooms, but have stopped using them.
